Goulton Grange Day Nursery is privately owned and managed by Marian Cornforth and her daughter Emily. Marian has ten children and has 17 years of experience as a childminder, gained prior to opening the nursery. Emily is a qualified nursery nurse and has completed her foundation degree in Early Years. She has had previous experience working as a nanny and is also a fully qualified chef.

The nursery itself is purpose built to OFSTED specification, therefore putting the children’s' welfare first and foremost. The building is designed with under-floor heating providing gentle underfoot warmth, ideal for babies and toddlers. Great emphasis has been placed on the design and layout in order to provide first class facilities.

The nursery operates under the guidance of the Early Years Development and Childcare Partnership and are registered and inspected by OFSTED.

We operate an ‘open door’ approach and welcome you at any time to visit your child or to discuss any aspects of your childcare. We also understand that you may want reassurance that your child is happy, particularly in the settling in period, and we are happy for you to call us anytime throughout your child’s session.

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The Nursery Setting

Goulton Grange Day Nursery is situated on an organic dairy farm on the outskirts of Potto village. The nursery is easily accessible from the A172 and A19.
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As a rural nursery Goulton Grange offers the benefits of tranquil, private surroundings. The setting is idyllic being surrounded by open countryside and views of the Cleveland hills.

At Goulton Grange, the private location provides the children with plenty of opportunity to spend time playing in the fresh air and learning about nature on daily countryside walks (weather-permitting). We feel that such a peaceful, secure environment, with the benefit of fresh air, helps to promote a much healthier and happier child. 
The fully enclosed, secure outdoor play has been designed to offer the children a wide range of equipment for play and learning. The specialist soft flooring makes the play area exceptionally safe for children of all ages.

The play area was rated excellent in a recent OFSTED inspection.




Eating at Goulton Grange Day Nursery
The nursery promotes healthy eating and always provides a balanced, varied and nutritious menu. All meals are prepared onsite by a qualified chef.

The menu is displayed weekly on the notice board in the reception area.

Mid-morning and mid-afternoon snacks are provided which include milk, juice or water and fresh fruit or home baking. Water / Juice will also be available at other times when children are thirsty.

At Goulton Grange we make every effort to accommodate the dietary needs of children with health, cultural or religious requirement.

We are happy to provide a full weaning programme for babies over 6 months and we make all of our baby food from natural ingredients. Should you wish to provide your own baby food, we ask that it be clearly labelled with your baby’s name and meal that it is intended for.

We request that formula milk is provided in clearly marked bottles as required. We use Avent bottle heaters to ensure that formula milk is heated to a safe temperature and we offer sterilising facilities to ensure bottles are thoroughly cleaned after use.

Registration
If you would like your child to attend Goulton Grange Day Nursery and your required places are available, the following steps will help you to complete the registration process:

1. Complete an enrolment form, giving your child’s details. This will be confidential and kept in your child’s nursery file as in accordance with the Data Protection Act 1998.



2. You will be asked to pay a £25 registration fee, which covers initial administration costs and secures your child’s place. This is non-refundable.



3. You will be asked to sign the terms and conditions, which is our contract between parents/carers and the nursery.



4. You will be asked to sign parental consent forms; these will be kept in your child’s nursery file.



5. We will arrange your initial visits to Goulton Grange Day Nursery.




Important Information

Things your child will need:

· A named drawstring bag

· A full change of clothing, clearly labelled
· Any nappies, creams, wipes sufficient for at least one day

· Any article your child needs for comfort, clearly labelled
· Outdoor clothing

Please ensure that all clothing, shoes or personal belongings brought to the nursery are clearly labelled.

No sweets, money or valuables are to be brought to the nursery. All articles are left at the owners’ own risk.

We will encourage parents to change their child’s shoes on entry into the cloakroom. The shoes should be adequate for indoor and outdoor play. Slippers are welcome.

Communication is a vital area from initial registration where the individual needs of you and your child will be discussed. We will endeavor to keep you informed at every level and welcome updates should your childs’ needs alter.

Prescribed medicines must be sent in the original packaging with clear instruction and your childs’ name. All medicines will require an administration consent form. Please ask nursery staff.

The nursery is unable to care for any child who is ill. Please seek advice from the nursery manager/deputy if you are unsure. If a child becomes ill during nursery hours, every effort will be made to contact parents/carers. In an emergency, treatment will be sought.

Please keep the nursery informed of any changes to registration details.

Goulton Grange Day Nursery is open from 7am – 6pm, Monday to Friday. We are closed for one week between Christmas Eve and New Year, one week at spring half term, one week in August and all Bank Holidays.

Terms & Conditions

· The nursery will be open Monday – Friday 7am – 6pm for 50 weeks a year. We will be closed for one week at spring half term and one week at Christmas.
· Full fees will be charged for missed sessions due to absence or illness. Children will not be charged while the nursery is closed for holidays; further holidays will be charged at the full rate. Other changes e.g. family emergencies will be dealt with at the discretion of the management.
· One month’s notice is required for children leaving the nursery or one month’s fees in lieu of notice.
· Fees must be paid weekly or monthly in advance and a direct debit facility is available. There will be an administration and interest charge of 10% applied to late payment of fees.
· 10% discount will be given to the oldest child when a family has more than 1 child attending the nursery.
· The nursery will give one months notice for the increase of fees.
· Children suffering from contagious/infectious diseases will be excluded from attending the nursery.
· The nursery reserves the right to exclude any child who is considered to endanger the well being of other children or staff.
· Parents/carers must supply the nursery with baby milk, nappies, wipes, plasters and specific creams as required.
· Parents/carers must complete consent slips to allow staff to administer medicines, plasters, and creams when required.
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· It is the responsibility of the parents/carers to:
a) Inform staff of any changes to the collection of their child / children

b) Ensure information about their child / children is kept up to date
· The nursery reserves the right to alter any regulation at any time.

· Data Protection – Information you give us about yourself and your child/children will be held on computer or manual record, which you have a right to see and check.
